Consequence of Global economic 
slowdown in Indian economy urged the requirement of 
change in employment data. In order to generate the 
job loss statistics, Ministry of Labour and Employment 
entrusted the task of getting quick estimates of change 
in employment among export intensive and other 
selected sectors of the industry on the basis of quarterly 
enterprises survey to Labour Bureau. The first survey 
was conducted and the report was released in January, 
2009. 28 such surveys has been conducted by Labour 
Bureau till December, 2015. The sample size of these 
surveys was limited to around 2000 units in 8 sectors 
viz. Textile including apparels, Metals, Automobiles, 
Gem & Jewellery, Transport, IT/BPO, Leather and 
Handloom/Power loom in eleven selected states only. 
Since then, Labour Bureau has been conducting 
Quarterly Quick Employment Surveys (QES) to assess 
the change in employment of direct and contract 
workers, export and non export units in eight selected 
sectors.

The Payment of Wages Act, 1936 was enacted to 
regulate payment of wages to workers employed in industries and 
to ensure a speedy and effective remedy to them against illegal 
deductions and / or unjustified delay caused in paying wages to 
them. The wage ceiling under Payment of Wages Act,1936  was 
fixed at Rs 1600/- p.m. in 1982. With a view, to enhance the  wage 
ceiling to Rs. 6500/- p.m. for applicability of the Act, to empower 
the Central Government of further increase the ceiling in future by 
way of notification and to enhance the penal provisions etc., the 
Payment of Wages(Amendment) Act, 2005, was passed by both 
Houses of Parliament and  had been notified on 6-9-2005 as an Act 
41 of 2005 by the Ministry of Law and Justice.  Subsequently, the 
Ministry of Labour & Employment had issued the Notification S.O. 
1577(E) to make the Payment of Wages (Amendment) Act, 2005 
effective from the 9th November 2005. In exercise of the powers 
conferred by sub-section (6) of Section 1 of the Act, the Central 
Government, on the basis of figures of the Consumer Expenditure 
Survey published by the National Sample Survey Office, has 
enhanced the wage ceiling, further, to Rs. 10,000/- per month vide 
gazette notification No. S.O. 1380(E) dated 8th August, 2007.The 
wage ceiling has further been enhanced to Rs 18000/- vide 
notification No. SO 2260(E) dated 11th Sept, 2012.

Labour Bureau brings out an annual report on the 
working of Minimum Wages Act, 1948 on the basis of 
returns/reports received from various State/U.T. Governments 
containing information on employments added, employments in 
which the minimum wages were fixed for the first time, the 
minimum wages of unskilled workers fixed in different scheduled 
employments prevalent during the year, the range of minimum 
wages, comparative minimum wage rates, minimum wage rates 
prevailing in scheduled employments and number of inspections 
etc. Taking all appropriate Governments (viz. Central, State and 
Union Territories) together, the minimum rates of wages have been 
fixed in  429 schedule employments during 2014 including 13 
schedule employments initially covered under the Act. The 
information given in these Tables is based on Annual Reports / 
Returns on the working of the Act received in the Bureau from the 
State Governments, Union Territories and the Chief Labour 
Commissioner (Central).  Table presents the wage rates

However, following the recommendations of the working group 
constituted by the CSO on advice of the National Statistical 
Commission (NSC), wage rate data is now being collected for 25 
occupations (12 agricultural and 13 non-agricultural). The daily 
wage rate data received from the field are first normalized for eight 
working hours a day. The simple arithmetic average of these 
normalized daily wage rate is worked out for each of the 20 states. 
The average wage rate at all-India level are derived by dividing the 
sum total of wages of all the 20 states by the number of quotations. 
These average are restricted only to those occupations where the 
number of quotations are five or more in order to avoid the 
apparent inconsistency in wages paid to different categories of 
workers on account of differences in number of quotations. The 
month-wise average daily wage rates are thus worked out at State 
level and also at all-India level are released regularly to the users 
through various sources.

In order to reflect the changes in consumption basket and 
consequently the relative weights of items in the basket, the next 
working class family income and expenditure survey was 
conducted during 1981-82 at 76 industrially important centres 
spread all over the country.

In Table 5.4(a), the Agricultural Year Average Consumer 
Price Index Numbers for Agricultural and Rural Labourers on 
base 1986-87=100 in respect of 20 States and All-India have been 
presented.  The monthly Consumer Price Index Numbers for all 
the 20 States and All-India in respect of Agricultural and Rural 
Labourers are set out in Table 5.4(b) and 5.4(c) respectively. 

 These index numbers measure the extent to which the retail 
prices of a fixed basket of goods and services consumed by 
agricultural and rural labourers has changed when compared to 
the base year. The weighting diagrams for the series have been 
derived from the consumer expenditure data obtained from the 4th 
Rural Labour Enquiry (1983).  Rural retail prices paid by 
Agricultural/Rural Labourers are regularly collected by the staff 
of the Field Operations Division of the National Sample Survey 
Organisation from the selected shops of the selected markets 
serving 600 fixed sample villages spread over 66 NSS regions of 
20 states.  The collection of retail prices is staggered over four 
weeks of a month with one-fourth of the sample villages being 
covered every week on a fixed price collection day.  For working 
out the index, price relatives are obtained for each item at village 
level.  A simple average of the village-wise price relatives of an 
item gives the regional price relative for that item.  The State 
price relative is arrived at as a weighted average of the regional 
price relatives, the weights being the estimated expenditure on the 
items at the regional level as a proportion of estimated 
expenditure at the State level.  The State Index is worked out  by 
Laspayre’s base weighted formula.  First, the sub-group indices 
are worked out and thereafter the group and general indices are 
obtained through stage by stage aggregation.  The All-India index 
is compiled as a weighted average of 20 State indices, weights 
being the estimated consumption expenditure of all Rural and 
Agricultural Labour Households in each State as a proportion of 
sum total of corresponding consumption expenditure for All-
India.

A Working Group was set up with Dr. Saumitra Choudhary, 
former Member, Planning Commission as Chairman for revision 
of Wholesale Price Index series. The Working Group submitted 
its Technical Report with a recommendation to change the base 
year from 2004-05 to 2011-12. Technical Advisory Committee on 
Statistics of Prices and Cost of Living (TAC on SPCL) chaired by 
Director General, CSO approved the new base year, selection of 
commodity basket and derivation of weighting diagram. 
Committee of Secretaries (CoS) has finally approved the release 
of new series and directed to release it on 12th May 2017 and 
accordingly Wholesale Price Index of the new series (with base 
year 2011-12) was launched on 12th May 2017.

A ‘reportable’ accident according to Regulation 91 of the 
Dock Workers (Safety, Health & Welfare) Regulations, 1990 framed 
under the Dock Workers (Safety, Health & Welfare) Act, 1986, is one 
which either causes loss of life to a dock worker or disables him from 
work on which he  is employed for more than 48 hours following the 
accident and for which notice  is to be given to the Inspector in a 
prescribed form by the employers of the dock workers.  These Acts and 
regulations  apply to all major ports of India i.e. Mumbai, Kolkota, 
Cochin, Jawaharlal Nehru Port, Kandla, Ennore, Chennai, Mormugao, 
New Mangalore, Paradip, Tuticorin & Vishakapatnam and are 
administered by the Directorate General Factory Advice Service and 
Labour Institutes, Ministry of Labour & Employment, Government of 
India through the Dock Safety Inspectorates set up at the eleven major 
ports. The Directorate General DGFASLI is also the Chief Inspector of 
Dock Safety.  The Inspectorate at the Ennore port is yet to be set up. 
However, the enforcement at Ennore port is administered by Inspectorates

compensated injuries under the Employees Compensation 

Act, 1923 and are based on annual returns under the Act 

received from State Governments and the Railway Board etc.. 

Many establishments covered by the Employees 

Compensation Act fail to submit returns and hence 

information received by the State Authorities about the 

number of compensated injuries and the amount of 

compensation paid is incomplete. In establishments covered 

by the Employees’ State Insurance Act, compensation in 

respect of injuries is paid under that Act and not under the 

Employees Compensation Act.  These limitations affect the 

comparability of the statistics of compensated injuries.  The 

geographical coverage of the data  also varies from year to

The Central Act applies to every establishment being a 

factory, mine or plantation including any such establishment 

belonging to Government except those factories or 

establishments to which provision of the Employees’ State 

Insurance Act, 1948 apply for the time being. The Act also 

applies to Shops and Establishments in which 10 or more 

women workers are employed or were employed on any day 

of the preceeding 12 months.  It may be noted that in the 

areas where Employees’ State Insurance Act has been 

implemented, the employers are absolved of their liability 

under the Maternity Benefit Act. The Act was last amended 

by the Maternity Benefit (Amendment) Act, 2017 which 

came into force from 1st April, 2017. The amended Act 

provides Maternity leave entitlement of an entitled women 

employee has been increased from 12 weeks to 26 weeks.

The ESI Act, 1948 provides medical care and cash 
benefits in the contigencies of sickness, maternity and 
disablement or death due to employment injury.  

The Employees’ State Insurance Act, 1948 applies to 
factories employing 10 or more   persons.  

The Act contains an enabling provision under which 

the ‘appropriate government’ is empowered to extend the 

provisions of the Act to other classes of establishments – 

industrial, commercial, agricultural or otherwise.  Under 

these provisions most of the State Govts. have extended the 

provisions of the Act to new classes of establishments namely 

shops, hotels, restaurants, cinemas including preview 

theatres, road motor transport undertakings and newspaper 

establishments employing 10 or more coverable employees.  

The ESI Scheme has also been extended to Educational 

institutions and some of the States have already issued the 

notification in this regard. The employees of these factories/ 

establishments whose wages do not exceed Rs. 21,000 per

Statistics of industrial disputes on the basis of the returns 

received from Authorities of the State Labour Departments and  

Regional Labour Commissioners (Central) who are primarily 

responsible for collecting these statistics from primary units on a 

voluntary basis. For the purposes of these statistics, an industrial 

dispute is taken to be a temporary stoppage of work by a group 

or all employees of an establishment (strike) to express a 

grievance or to press a demand.  Similarly, temporary 

withholding of work from a group of employees by an employer 

or a group of employers (lockout) in a unit, in connection with 

matters relating to employment or unemployment or terms and 

conditions of employment is also taken as an industrial dispute.  

“Gheraos” which were followed by lockouts have been treated as 

‘Lockouts’ and included under work-stoppages. These statistics 

however do not include  ‘Political Strikes’, ‘Sympathetic 

demonstrations’ and the like resulting in work stoppages  as they 

are not connected with any specific demand of the employees. 

The statistics relating to the latter group are collected and 

published separately.  Closures not connected with industrial 

disputes, e.g., closures due to shortage of raw  materials, break-

down of machinery, financial reasons, etc., are also excluded.
